Transportation and Restrictions

SYMPOSIUNM TRANSPORTATION

Participants are urged to take the buses provided. Valet parking
at the University ol Chicago is limited. I vou must drive, please
try to carpool and be seated in the auditorium no later than 9:00
am. I vou plan to take the bus, you must reserve a space on the
order form. You do not need a ticket for the bus; vour name
with be on a check-in list.

TOUR TRANSPORTATION

Participants will board downtown buses on the west side ol

Clinton Street, immediately south of Madison Swreet, diagonally
across from the Ogilvie Transportation Center. All tour
participants are required o meet the bus in the mornimg and
remain with that bus throughout the day unless otherwise
directed. Buses depart promptly at the tme specihed lor each
tour. No special pick-ups or drop-olls are possible. At the end
of the tour participants are free to leave the tour on their own
rather than returning to the Clinton drop-oll. Lvery effort will be
made to get participants back at the announced time, although
there may be unforeseeable delays. There i1s no separate ticket
for the bus; vour tour ticket will double as vour bus ticket.
